5. Project required in PhD faculty to adequately address growth in enrolments;
6. Work out financial implications for the envisaged growth in the number of universities;

7. Develop criteria for spatial distribution of universities;
8. Articulate the various roles of stakeholders in expanding university education;

9. Develop broad guidelines for university development covering both public and private universities and taking into consideration new entities created by the new constitution;

10. Ensure that the study is informed by previous research and national policy documents;

11. Address any other issues that may enrich the study.
